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Questions to Consider:

· Now that you have finished reading Twelfth Night, please respond to the following analysis and reflection questions in complete sentences in order to reflect upon the content of the play and your own experience while reading it.

1.  Describe Malvolio's exit from the play.  Do you feel sympathy for his character?  Why or why 

     not? Does Malvolio's behaviour at the end of the play contrast with any conventional 

     characteristics of a Shakespearean comedy?  If so, identify them.

2.  In Act V of the play, how is the chaotic world of the festival finally set right?

3.  In your opinion, does the play end happily? Explain your answer using two direct details from 

     the final act of the play.

4.  Do all of the marriages that take place seem positive? Explain your answer using two direct 

     details from the play.

5.  Noting the title of the play (Twelfth Night) and the play's overall air of “festival,” what is the 

     importance of Feste's last song? Explain your response by making reference to at least two 

     lines from the song.

6.  For two characters of your choice, predict where they will be five years from the end of the 

     play, and explain how you reached your decision (make your prediction as relevant to the play 

     and character as possible).

7.  Shakespeare wrote the following lines about love:

"...Love is not love that alters when it alteration finds, 

Or bends with the remover to remove.

Oh no. It is an ever-fixed mark 

That looks on tempest and is never shaken..."

How does this sonnet connect to a key theme in Twelfth Night? Assuming that Shakespeare was serious and meant what he wrote, what must Shakespeare have thought of the views of love and marriages in Twelfth Night?

8.  What was your favourite moment of the play?  Explain your choice in detail.
