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 ENG1DB Twelfth Night Unit: If Music Be the Food of Love...
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Important Information:

· As you know, “If music be the food of love” is Duke Orsino's opening metaphor in Twelfth Night, so the line must be important!

· Also, remember that this play is a comedy that is meant to reflect the revelry and festive celebrations of the Twelfth Night Festival through its plot and characters, so music must play a key role!

· Consider the fact that music is a universal language.  It can soothe the troubled, speak the language of lovers, and summon armies to war.  It can inspire the whole gamut of human emotions and appeal to an infinite variety of tastes and human experiences.

Instructions:

· Get your ipods ready and complete the chart provided on the back of this sheet.

· If you were to classify the characters in this play by the kinds of modern music that you think they would like, what type of music do you think each would enjoy (i.e. Duke Orsino would love emo music, and Sir Toby Belch would listen to hard rock).  Other genres of music to consider for each character include oldies, jazz, blues, rap, hip-hop, classical, country, folk, adult contemporary, screamo, etc.

· You will also be expect to consider WHY this genre of music would be best suited to each character (provide 2 reasons for per character).

· Finally, due to the fact that love is one of the central themes of the play, you will also need to identify a love song that you would select for each character in order to reflect their personalities and emotions at this point in Twelfth Night.  Again, you will need to explain WHY you chose each love song for each character!
